Lamar CISD Holds 2025-2030 Strategic Plan Focus Groups and Town Halls 

 
January 24, 2025 - Rosenberg, Texas – Lamar CISD parents, students and community members joined district 

staff and representatives from JG Consulting for a series of town hall meetings as part of Lamar CISD’s 2025-

2030 Strategic Planning process.  

 
In cooperation with community members and JG Consulting, Lamar CISD is creating a comprehensive and 

actionable five-year strategic plan for the next five years. During this past summer, a committee of local 

stakeholders was formed to collaborate throughout the 2024-2025 school year to help guide the planning 
process.
